At a function held today at the Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of Nepal, H.E. Ranjit Rae, Ambassador of India to Nepal handed over to H.E. Madhav Prasad Ghimire, Minister for Home Affairs, 716 vehicles (450 Double Cab Pick up, 135 Jeeps, 30 Cars, 75 Trucks, 10 Water Tankers and 16 Buses) costing about NR 850 million for Nepal Police, Armed Police Force and Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of Nepal for upcoming Constituent Assembly-cum-Parliament elections in Nepal scheduled on 19 November 2013. 

In his statement, Ambassador Rae commended the government, political parties, election commission, media, civil society and people of Nepal for creating a conducive atmosphere and taking forward the election process in Nepal. He reiterated Government of India's support for the successful conduct of free and fair elections in Nepal, and wished people of Nepal all success for the forthcoming  elections. 

Government of India supports the election process in Nepal, which is essential for peace, progress and prosperity in Nepal. In this regard, during goodwill visit of H.E. Salman Khurshid, External Affairs Minister of India, to Nepal in July 2013, both Governments had concluded Letters of Exchange to provide 716 vehicles to the security agencies and 48 vehicles to the Election Commission of Nepal. 

Further, in order to prevent any disturbances to elections, security has been tightened along the Indo-Nepal border. The Indian border guarding force SSB, state police and other agencies are closely working with the concerned authorities of Government of Nepal in this regard. The border agencies of both sides, in recent meetings, took decisions to increase vigilance along the border to ensure peaceful conduct of elections in Nepal.   
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
