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Dr. Krishna Hari Baral and Dr. Netra Atom on 11th Conversations

Later, I started penning down my close encounters with different chapters of life,” he shared. “Writing songs has helped me understand one of the key answers of life – our body and soul has no connectivity. They are two different entities” – Dr. Baral elaborated.

Conversations concluded with Dr. Baral interacting with the audience on differences between writing songs for commercial purposes and for self satisfaction.

“It is difficult when people come to me at times and ask me to write a song for them because they are having a hard time in their relationships,” Dr. Baral concluded humorously.
