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“Poetry is a dark art, it leaks through your lives”: Arundhathi Subramaniam

The eighth edition of Voices featured eminent Indian poet and writer Arundhathi Subramniam who spoke on “Why Poetry?” She has worked over the years as poetry editor, curator and journalist on literature, classical dance and theater.
“As a young teenager when I used to hear adults speak, their language was a complicated language for me to understand but whenever I read any poetry, it had a language I could dance in,” shared Arundhathi highlighting what significances poetry has made in her life. 
She added, “At the age of thirteen, I did not know who T.S. Eliot was. It was not important for me to know if the poet was he or she. Still, the poems written by Eliot were alive to me. That was the magic of poetry. Poetry to me was all about making as much as discovering.”

Arundhathi, who believes that poetry unlike other forms of art, is all about silences, expressed that poetry is a dark art that leaks through the lives of people. It expresses the unexpressed and accommodates even in the uncertainties.

She concluded, “The spine of a poem lies in silences. This probably is the only form of a language that is not confined within the punctuations.”
