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14% Pravasi Bharatiya Divas Celebrated in Jakarta

The Embassy of India in Indonesia celebrated Pravasi Bharatiya Divas on 9 January 2017
in Jakarta. The event was inaugurated by Mr. Manish, Charge d’Affaires and witnessed
participation of prominent Indian businessmen, professionals, academics and Indian expatriate
community.
