Ambassador participates in the first Meeting of India-Serbia Joint Commission on Agriculture through video conferencing
Ambassador of India, Smt. Narinder Chauhan participated in the first meeting of the Joint Commission on Agriculture that was held today through video conferencing. The JCM was co-chaired on the Indian side by Mr Rajesh Kumar Singh, Joint Secretary, Ministry of Agriculture, Cooperation and Farmers Welfare and Ms. Milanka Davidovic, Assistant Minister for International Cooperation, Ministry of Agriculture & Environmental Protection of Serbia. Both officials underscored the importance of the JCM mechanism in deepening cooperation, reviewed bilateral ties, and exchanged potential areas of cooperation identified in the bilateral MOU on Agriculture and allied sectors. 

Ambassador, Smt Narinder Chauhan emphasized the need for regular meetings and time bound action plan to boost R&D, trade & investment in agriculture. Soyabean  and oil seeds for India’s requirements were identified as an immediate action point.  Both sides also agreed to exchange certificates to boost trade in fruits, horticulture and animal products.
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
