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ADDENDUM

In continuation to the SPDC Guidelines issued by the Division in Dec 2025, pertaining to <
the SPDC Scholarship Scheme. In para 3 sub para v, the category of the colleges, in which
the Scholarships will be extended has been enumerated. The same may now be read as:

Applicants securing admission in Undergraduate courses in any of the following category of
institutions are eligible to apply for SPDC:-

(a) Central Universities of India offering Undergraduate Courses.

(b) ‘A’ Grade Institutions accredited by National Assessment and Accreditation Council
(NAAC) and recognized by UGC, Medical Institutes accredited by the National Medical
Commission (NMC and Hospitality Institutes accredited by National Council for Hotel
Management and Catering Technology (NCHMCT).

(c) National Institutes of Technology (NITs), Schools of Planning and Architecture and Indian
Institutes of Information Technology (1lITs) through DASA Scheme.
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
